What are we trying to achieve?

Children leaving us will have a strong sense that we cannot understand our present and future without an
understanding of the past. At the end of their history journey at Beit Shvidler children will be able to explain and
demonstrate the key historical concepts of chronology, change, cause and consequence, similarity and difference and
significance. They will leave us with an understanding that these are nuanced and complex subjects. They will be able
to talk knowledgably about early British history and about key civilisations from around the world and their impact on
the way we live today. Children will understand through our history lessons that evidence is multi-layered, and that its
reliability is not always guaranteed or easy to ascertain. They will know that the same event looks different for different
people. In a world where information is easy to access, our children will have started on the journey to questioning the
information they receive and building a case for its value or otherwise. Through the study of history, they will be able to
present their ideas clearly and logically, using the evidence they have accumulated to make a strong case.
