Stage 1: By the end of stage 1, within specific vocabulary areas, most pupils should be able to answer simple questions and give basic information; pupils
should understand a range of familiar spoken and written words and phrases; they should be able to fill in missing words or write one or two short
sentences to a model. The vocabulary areas are: introducing themselves, talking about their family, age, birthday, where they live, what they eat and drink,
and what they learn at school.
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
